Origins, Purposes, and Goals
In 1994, several friends who resided in Seattle, WA and Portland, OR began to discuss sharing their leisure time together - something that presented major difficulties because their principal shared interest was not, for example, golfing (whereby they could simply throw the old clubs and bag in he trunk and “go do it;” Instead, their shared passion was boating. And to demonstrate their level of commitment, one Portland resident purchased a 34’ Carver AftCabin in Arizona, and had it shipped to the great Pacific Northwest, by-passing Portland and having it delivered to him in Seattle. The Portland boater and his family then enjoyed a long and wonderful boating season cruising the pristine waters of Puget Sound and the vast American and Canadian San Juan’s with their Seattle friends.

At the end of their first boating season together, one of the Seattle Captains decided to take his 34’ Carver AftCabin down to Portland - on its bottom - and “winter” there (since he was newly retired). During the fall and winter, the Seattle/Portland partners met on several social occasions, both “down there” and “up here.”

Thus, the formation of THE EMERALD ROSE YACHT CLUB, so named in honor of both host cities, and whose logo became, appropriately, a juxtaposed Green Emerald and Red Rose.

In addition to their shared goal of simply relaxing and enjoying life together, members of The ERYC intend to introduce as many inner-city youths as possible to the wonderful world of boating, a sport to which few such youngsters are ever exposed.
